In addition, Lester is an accomplished children’s book writer/illustrator and has been an 

advertising artist for more than 20 years.  He’s been recognized in each of these fields 

by the prestigious National Cartoonists Society, taking home the 2000 award for Best 

Children’s Book (‘A’ is for Salad) and the 2004 award for Best Advertising Illustration (for 

Celebrex).  Lester has also created illustrations for many national magazines, as well as 

for games, gifts, and licensed products.  He was named Designer of the Year in 2003 by 

the Georgia Press Association.

Despite wearing many professional hats, Lester remains rooted in the newspaper 

business.  Prior to his arrival at the News-Tribune, he worked for five years at the Atlanta 

Journal-Constitution as the Sunday/op-ed illustrator and section designer.

Because of his award-winning work in an array of careers, Lester was among those 



included in Georgia Trend magazine’s 2004 “Who’s Who in Georgia Media.”  Lester is 

the proud father of two children, Grady and Hope, and currently resides in Rome, GA, 

with his wife Regan.
