After a year of traveling, they 

settled in Colorado, where Evans worked as a graphic artist and promotion manager 

for a television station. During that time, he freelanced as a magazine cartoonist while 

developing ideas for a comic strip. From these ideas, Luann emerged. Today, Evans and 

his wife reside near San Diego, Calif.
