Whamond was born in Edmonton, Alberta and grew up in the small northern Canadian 
town of Whitecourt where, he says, �there was nothing to do but draw cartoons.� He 
discovered doodling at an early age, practiced through many math classes and attended 
the Alberta College of Art, where he studied visual communications and discovered his 
true passion � cartooning and illustration � before beginning his career at the Calgary 
Herald. Whamond spent �ve years at the Herald, then devoted himself full-time to 
Reality Check and freelance illustration.
